Elena Bekhtiyeva — Mikhail Piotrovsky

Anniversary of the State Hermitage
Museum

To mark the 250" anniversary of one of the
greatest museums of Russia and the world,
the chief editor of the Russian Art Magazine
interviews Mikhail Piotrovsky, director of
the State Hermitage Museum.

The interview begins with congratulations
and an expression of appreciation for father
and son Piotrovsky, whose combined
management of the museum totals to half a
century.

The general content of their conversation
concerns the importance of continuity and
such questions as which ideas of cultural
figures of the previous generation are being
turned into reality today and what kind of
innovations contemporary life is bringing to
the “imperial” museum.

The other questions of the interview deal
with the work of some departments of the
Hermitage: the Modern Art Department, the
Department of the Organization of Register
and Storage of the Staraya Derevnya
Center, and the History of Russian Culture
Department that was set up in 1941 and
embraces the chronology of artwork storage
from the appeaance of the Slavic State
through the early 21st century.
